In recognition of the scholarship and citizenship contributions made by our young people to their schools and 
communities, CCDC-JACL awards up to three (3) monetary scholarships.  These awards will be based on the 
following criteria: 

Scholarship   40% 
Extra Curricular Activities 50%   
JACL Involvement  10%
